


This year, O.A.S.1.S. was determined
to shine through. To prepare for the
FCAT Writing, school officials decided to
make better use of a program that had
already been implemented in the
classroom — the MY Access!®
instructional writing program.

Examples of
students’ favorite topics included: The
Effects of Substance Abuse; School
Rules: Eating in the Classroom; and How
to Handle a Bully. The final results were
astounding.

In fact, the O.A.S.1.S. High School
Preparatory Academy was the only
school in both the Santa Rosa and
Escambia school districts to receive
100% on the writing portion of the FCAT
exam. Students must score 3.5 or above
on the FCAT Writing essay to be
considered at a minimally acceptable
level; all of the 8th grade students at
O.AS.LS. met or exceeded this level,
achieving an average score of 4.6 on a
5-point scale.

There are fifteen other public and
private middle schools in Escambia
County. Of these, O.A.S.L.S. ranked an
impressive 4th in Reading proficiency for
the sixth grade, which is higher than
either the district or state average and
second in learning gains. The seventh
grade was eighth highest in the district
in proficiency and tied for second in the
most learning gains. The eighth grade
was seventh highest in the district in
proficiency and had the highest learning
gains of all middle schools.

MY Access! - and technology in the
classroom in general - is a tool that is
only as valuable as the teachers using it,
and is not designed or intended to
replace the teacher. It is up to the
teacher to blend the dynamic program
into classroom instruction; and the
teachers at O.A.S.1.S. did just that —
leading to the tremendous test results
this year.
